Scherzer gave up two in the first but left the
Astros scoreless after that, until the bullpen gave up two
runs also. Cole did not pitch his best game.and gave up
all five runs scored, losing his first game since May 22. In
the end,[the Nationals edged out the Astros in a 5-4 win.

Game two was another game where both teams put
their best out on the mound. Justin Verlander was
throwing for the Astros and Stephen Strasburg was on
the mound for Washington. The game was locked at two
a piece until the seventh inning, where the Nationals
scored six on Verlander and the bullpen, taking an 8-2
lead. Washington’s momentum couldn’t be stopped, and
the game ended up 12-3 in the Nationals’ favor.

The third game of the series will begin Friday at 7:07
pm in the nation's capital, with Washington trying to
take a 3-0 lead and the Astros looking for their first win
in the series. Could this be the first time the Montreal
Expos expansion team, the Nationals, win a World Series
title that they were denied of when they had the best
record in the league in 1994 because of the baseball
strike?
