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Wild fire out
of control

Every year more than 100,000
wildfires burn 4 to 5 million acres of
land. On Nov. 2018, Mother Nature
has come down hard into Big Bend,
California. There is a wildfire called
Camp Fire that has been turning for-
ests and structures into ashes.

No one knows what the cause is
of the wildfire, but the conditions
that should be met in that is a dry
underbrush, combined with winds
and hot temperatures are perfect
for the ground for fires to ignite. It
is also making it difficult for firefight-
ers to make any ground on contain-
ing the flames.

With the death toll rising to more
than 60, this is the worst wildfire in
the U.S. and the deadliest ever for
the state of California.

The devastation of Camp Fire is
only compounded as another fire,
the Woolsey Fire is burning up an-
other area of the state. Between the
two fires, more than 230,000 acres
have been burned; this includes
both rural and urban areas.

Even if homes are not affected,
air quality has been severely less-
ened due to the massive burning.
People are encouraged to find respi-
rators or masks and limit outdoor
activities.

Wildfires are most common in
the spring from when the snow
melts until foliage fully appears. Fall
can also be a time of heightened
concern when foliage begins to
drop. Since its start on November 8,
this wildfire could last more than
five weeks.

South Dakota is able to have
something similar happen if the con-
ditions are met. Just last year there
were multiple fire outbreaks that
required extra support to contain.
Black Hills National Forest Central
Zone Fire is doing a project that will
establish and maintain a mosaic of
vegetation conditions over the pro-
ject area and it will also lessen the
severity and extent of future wild-
fires.

RIP to a legend

“There will never be another Stan
Lee. For decades he provided both
young and old with adventure, es-
cape, comfort, confidence, inspira-
tion, strength, friendship, and joy,”
tweeted Chris Evans (Captain Ameri-
ca) on November 12 when he found
out about Stan Lee’s death.

Stan Lee, a legend in the Marvel
Universe, creator of Hulk, Spider-
Man, and the X-Men, died on Mon-
day, November 12th in the Los Ange-

les hospi-
tal  from
pneumo-
nia.

He was
born in
New York
City on
December 28, 1922, to Romanian-
born Jewish immigrants. He started
as an office assistant at Timely Com-
ics in 1939 and became an part-time
editor for the company in the early
1940s. Working as a writer and illus-
trator, Stan Lee served in the army
during World War Il

In the early ‘60s, Lee was asked to
create a series for Marvel Comics
(Timely Comics’ new name). This se-
ries would be competing against

their rival DC Comics’ hit “Justice
League of America.”
With lots of writing influencers

and with artist and co-creator Jack

Kirby, the Fantastic Four was born in
1961. Following the success of the
Fantastic Four, new characters
sprung from Lee and his Marvel unit,
including Hulk, Spider-Man, Doctor
Strange, Daredevil, the X-Men, and
much more.

Marvel Comics continued its popu-
larity through comic books and ex-
panded to TV shows and the big
screen. Marvel movies have turned
into a popular franchise. One of the
things Lee is known for is his cameo
appearances in every Marvel movie.

(Iron Man).

Management change
for Premier Center

The monumental manager, who directed bookings at the Denny Sanford
Premier Center and oversaw the facility since its opening four years ago, is
no longer employed with the company that manages the event center.

Old General Manager Terry Torkildson's employment with SMG, which
manages the 13,000-seat entertainment venue as well as the Sioux Falls
Arena and Convention Center, Sioux Falls Stadium, and the Orpheum Thea-
ter downtown, was terminated this Monday for reasons unbeknownst to
the public. The Denny Sanford Center has been an essential location in
Sioux Falls since it opened, and this managerial change will affect visitors,
performers, and the city itself.

Terry Torkildson helped bring in some of the biggest shows and artists in
the US, including Metallica, KISS, Imagine Dragons, Paul McCartney, and
comedian Jeff Dunham. Not much is known about Torkildson’s replace-
ment, Les Crooks, but the community will be watching closely, as he has
big shoes to fill.

With Torkildson’s career spanning 30+ years, he drifted from lowa (lowa
State Center, the Fischer Theater, CY Stevens Auditorium, Hilton Coliseum,
Cyclone Stadium, Veteran's Auditorium in Des Moines, and the Des Moines
Civic Center) to Sioux Falls in 1992. Heading the Denny Sanford operations
since 2014, it’s opening year. He brought in bookings to the venue that reg-
ularly earned it annual industry award nominations for event ticket sales
and attendance.

Torkildson's absence is the second recent staffing change at the Denny
Sanford. In July, the venue lost their assistant general manager, Chris
Semrau, as he was relocated to Oklahoma City.
